Some Not Enthusinstic,.

not obtalnable in Bulgaria, and does
not have to work for a pittance.

Some Opinions Heard.

Another man who has become ‘o

darger of a revolution. He ls some-
what of a Soclalist, He receives let-
ters from his parents, whom he as-
gists, and who advise him not to re-
turn.. Now a Greek, he was thar-
oughly Canadian and pro-ally.

At present thers are only a  very
few Bulgarians in the colony.

In hroken English, by
their ‘statements they give an ob-
gerver the impression that there Iy
atill the possibility of the.different Bul-
kan States flying at each other's
throats. One man Indeed stated that
