™0 US, SELECTED

RAJETAN MEREY VON KAPOS-
MERE NAMED TO SUCCEED
DR. DUMBA,

Budapest, Hungary, Sept. 21,—A
Vienna despatch is published here to-
day saying it has been learned in
diplomatlc circles at the Austrian
capitul that the Government will not
awalt the arrival of Dr. Constantin
Dumbi from the United Sfates bhe-
fore appointing his successor, ‘T'he new
Ambassador, It 18 stated, will -he nam-
ed at once.

The despatch says that IKajetan
Merey von Kapos-Mere, former Aus-
tro-Hungarinn Ambassudor at tome,
has heen selected for this place.

Kojetan Merey von Kapos-Mero
served as Austro-Hungarian Ambas-
sador at Rome from June of 1810 to
August of last vear. In March of this
year he returned to Rome ns repre-
sentative of his Government in  the
unsuccessful negotintions with  Ttuly
in regard to territorial concesstons
by Austria, which preceded ltaly's en-
trance into the war.
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
