23.—That. there are
165,775 mm-{: of encmy birth in
Canada, this Inciuding Germans, Ans-
t rians and Turks, Is indicated
by a special ropefi on Cznada’s tor
elgo-born population,tssucd last night.
The figures, which have been complied:
from the last ccnsus returns, are of
especial interest now that the country
is at war. Toronto possesses 3070
foreign-born Germans, Austrians and
Turks over 21 years of age, Wwhile
‘there are 609 I Berlin, Ontario, who
were born in Germany.
| There are 121,430 Austro-Hungarians
in the Dominion, this nationality lar
gely prodominating among those of
allen enemy birth. There are 39,377
German-born  inhabitants and 4,798
who were born in Turkey or Syrin. '

‘tries it may be pointed out that per.
sons of French birth In Canada num:
ber 17,619, of Itslian birth 34,739,
and Russian 89.984. In view ‘of the
prominent part Bulgaria Is playing In
Balkan diplomacy just now it is of
interest that the number of Canddian
Inhabitants of Bulgarian birth is fixed
at 1,666, _That unhappy country, Uel:
gium, has 7,975 of iis citizens In The
Dominion. R

Of the total number of Austro-Hun:
garians in Canada, 60,949 are natu.
ralized citizens'; 23,283 Germans and
1,889 Turks share the same privilege.
