They All Hate Turkey.

“For centurles Bulgaria and  Tur-
key huve heen our greatest enemies,”
declared Mr. Willlain Kurry, Presi-
dent of the Toronto Greek Assocla-
tioan, *“The Greeks are lined up to a
man for the allled forces. They be-
lieve the time 1 most opportune to
wipe Bulgarin and Turkey off the
map for all thae to come.  In fuct, a
large number_nf the Greek reservisty
In Toronto and other parts of On-
tarlo are 8o eager to get Into the
fray that they have voluntarlly of-
fered ta bear their expenses 1o
Greece,

Will Bo Helped to Greece.

Mr. Karry stated that while he had
not recelved any definite Information
from Ambussador Bouros at Wash-
Ington, the— work of mobilizing the
Greok reservists in the city wus well
under way, He stated that the in-
formation reaching the Ambassador
at Washington waus not being horuld-
ed openly until such times as the call
for reservists in Canada had oflicially
heen made by King Constantine, Mrp.
Karry stated that he had recelved of-
ficially & notification from - Ambuassa-
dor Boures that the Greek Govern-
ment had arranged to defray ull ex-
penges for the trunsporting of re-
servists from Canada and the United
States to thelr native land.

There are hetween 1 200 and 1,500
Grecks and Greek-AMacedonians  in
‘Toronto, two-thirds of whom mre re-
servists. Mr. Karry sald that in Bric-
fsh Columbix there are almost 4,000
Greeks who are cligible for duty at
the front, whlle about two-thirds of
that number are to be found in Mont-
treal, DBesldes these, he thaught that
‘about 2,000 more could be mobilized
‘trom different points in Onturio,
