The cell formerly occupied by Res-
(pa iS on the east side of the jail, and
lthe prisoner frequently hung his coat

over the bars, presumably to keep out
[the sun while he slept. It was dis-
covered Thursday that the man took
‘this means to cover up his operations
and had sawed through bars of the
cell. The saw has been found, and
it is said it was smuggled into the
cell by a female relative of a man
now interned in Kingston for com-
plicity in the wrecking of the Nepi-~
zon bridge, in a basket of fruit and

food. ‘
