GLAIM GERMANY
HAVE A GOMPLETE
OPY OYSTEM NOT
FAR FROM OTTAWA

Pembroke 1s Believed to be Centre
Through Which News of Cana-
dian Military Affairs Reaches
the Enemy.

FILE OF ENLISTMENTS
KEPT BY ALIEN ENEMIES ?

Prommnent Citizen of Pembroke

Declares Much of the Teuton
Populace 1s Out and Out Pro-

German.

Pembroke, Nov, 30.—That this clty
is the hub of an organized German
Epy system radiating throughout Can-
ada and connecting with an even
Erealer system across the border \is
the opinion eof Mavor J. l.. Morris.
Ilts propinquity to the Petawawa
camp and the large proportion of
citizens of Teuton nationality are the
two chief reasons for his conviction.
He states that one resident out of
every five in the town is efther Ger-
man born or of German extraction,
while In the surrounding townships
of Petawawa, Alice, Fraser, Wilber-
force, North and Suth Algoma and
Haggarty every other i{nhabitant {is
of Teutonle stock.

Not a single c¢ffort has been made
by the authorities to round up the
ultra  German clement, the mayor
states, and consequently allen enemies
abound unmolested throughout the
district. Mayor Morris attributes this
upparent negligence to party politics.
A Uonservative himself, he holds that
both parties are equally to blame,
lbuch, he mays, is afraid to disturb
the German population for fear of
hrarming itgelf when election time
comes along, and, consequently,
thanks to polities, the Germans are
being Kiven a free -hand for their ma-
chinations,

Believes Spy System.,

“There is no queéstion whatever in
my mind," stated Mayor Maorris, “that
in this country, as in the United
States, lhe Germans have a most
complete spy system. I wouldn't
wonder if in Canada zlone there were
at least one thousand pald splea”
According to the mayor's figures there
are over thirteen hundred Germans
in the town of Pembroke. Mr. Mor-
ris belicves that everything that hap-
pens in the Internment camp at Peta-
wawa Is conveyed across the border
and that details of all government
work belng undertaken in Pembroke
reaches the enemy through the same
channels. He goes so far as to pre-
dict that a complete file of local en-
listments s kept by alien enemies for
future record, should there ever be
chance o utlilize It :

The attitude of the German ele-
ment was emphasized by the mayor,
“"Before every patriotic meeting that
we have held,” sald he to The Jour-
nal, “lI have written personally to
each of the four German pastors in
the town nvilting them to be present
and take part in the proceedinga
NOT A ONE ANSWERED ME, AND
ONLY ONE OF THE FOUR MINIS-
TERS EVER PUT IN AN APPEAR-
ANCE AT THE MEETINGS. The
majority of this portion of our popu-
lace,”” he continued, IS ABRSOLUTE-
LY OUT AND OUT PRO-GERMAN.
Why, there is one man 1 speak to al-
most every day—a German who has
been here for 356 years-——who invari-
ably refers to his Fatherland every
time he speaks to me.”

Fears the Strangers,

Mayor Morris is pot afrald of the
old German residents In the town,
for he says they are all fairly known
to the local authoritiex. HBut he does
fear the strangers who -have drifted
in during the past year. Binee tLhe
war began, he sald, numbers of Ger-
mans have come into Pembrike, and
he expressed the bellef that consid-
erable danger lay in the continued
presence of these men.

“l do not want to create the im-
pression that all our Germans are bad
citizens,” the mayor concluded. *““The
Canadian-born are all right and good
men, but on the other hand it takes
two generations for the Teuton ele-
ment to assimilate into the Canadian
and get the ideas and ideals of the
Fatherland out of their heads... One
possibllity of dhnger which must not
be overlooked is the number of old
German soldiers now living in Pem-

broke."”
