It appears that two ussian re-
cruits showed up at barracks last
evening, the one bleeding profusely
from a three-inch scalp wound filled
with broken gilass, and the other ﬂ'lth‘
aJadly cut hand. They told of hav-
ing been assauited at 100 Lyon Bt
and Captain. O'Donoghue Immediate-
ly sent Bergt.-Major Mortimer of the
military. police out to arrest the men
who committed the assault. He
Immediately went to 100 Lyon street,
and found both prisovers there hblood
bespattered, He took them back o
barracks and later handed them over
to the civil authorities. In the in-
terimm Sergt. Detective MacDonald
had raided the house and disvoreded
about 75 empty flasks and bottles ly-
ing rouand, .

In court this morning the two
wounded privates, both Russians, test.
