There is8 considerable talent among
them, music teachers as well as labor-
ers being interned together and a
quite satisfactory concert is likely to
be produced. Most of the singing
will be in Polish.

Christmas parcels have been com-
ing in in large numbers to the camp
of Mate.  They are mostly composed
of tobacco and foodstuils,
