Men and More Men Flock to
the Colors

“PALS” [IDEA A SUCCESS:

Lt.-Col, Chadwick is Creating Remark-
able Record in Recrulting 124th
Battallon — Logle and Mowburn
Popular—Modical Men Waunted.

Ono hundred and twenty-one join-
ed the colors in Toronto yesterday.
Of these 70 wero for the 124th Bat-
lalion, which In cight days has ralsed
820 men.  Under Licut.-Col. Vaux
Chadwlck this battalion has had a
remarkable record in its recruiting,
tlthough recruiting oflicers warn the
public not to get “cocky” over the
recruiting of tho last week, “Keep
it up and boust about it after the
war,” §s the deslre of the reccruiting
men. The “pals” idea of recruiting'
has et with considerable success,
ind will undoubtedly he followed by
other battallons, Three or four more
days should Ml up the 124th, which
from the standpolnt of quality has
secured, an exceptionally fine body of
men,  The regimental band is  al-
most complete, and requires only a
few more cornet and clarinet players.

In connection with the raising cf '
the new divisions, §t was pointed out
yesterday that there weroe about 22,-
000 men enllsted now, and that there
was an army corps ‘“‘on paper.”” The
lntter refers to the county battallons
and others that are at present being
orgunized and recruited. General
Logle sald he hadn’t had much time
to consider the big problem, but hop-
ed to have a few announcements to
make in a day or so.

It has been suggested that a com-
plete division be raised and trained in
Toronto, including the urtillery and
ull the detaily, and that this proceed
overseas as o complete division in-
stead of being fixed up when in Brit-
ain, This suggestion may be ndopt-‘
e¢d.

to  get the number required by
the new order.

immediately the completion of the
present ones.

ask for more volunteers for the
Royal Army Medica] Corps.  These
men must  be medleal  practitioners
and under forty years of age. They
should make application to the A.D.
M.S, of their district, ‘who forwards
the applicatlon to Uttawa, with rec-
crumendations.  The doctors join the
LAS.C, and are transferred to the
R.AM.C. They get the rank of Licu-
tenunt and draw o pay of $6 a day,
with a uniform allowance of $150, a
kit nllowance of $35, and It their
sorvices have been satisfactory get o
$300 gratuity at the end of the war,
