Starts Man-MHunt

Word came to “Charlie” Brooks.
Emerson, that Mazinuick had return-
od to Canada, and was living among
people of his own nationality south
of SBtuartbhurn. The constable start
ed after him. In some way the fugi-

tive heard of the officer's arrival.
All day Monday the chase contin
ned. With the instinet of A rabbit

Mazinuitk headed for the boundary
line, the officer follow:ng his tracks
in a doubje-team rig. Through
soggy flelds, heavy roads, over fences
and through wnow drifts, the police.
man chased the Austrian. When the
hurt becam«: too close for comfort,
the fugitive divested himeclf of his

and put it in the rig. He threw away
his gun and eartridge belt, and after
the officer had stopped at a farm
house and requisitioned gnother team
to replace his worn out horses, the

Strain Overcomes Fugitive

The strain became too great, how-
ever, and when only a few rods from
the stones marking the boundary
line, Mazinuick sank to the ground,
his feer frozen and bleeding, and his
coatless body bathed in perspiration,

trip to Stuartburn. While walting
for the Emerson train, everyvthing
possible was done to restore the ex-
hausted man. He pulled his shoes
on over his swollen fect, and asked
for a Jdrink of waler.

Found in MHaystack

Brooks again took up the chase,
accompanied this time hy several by-
stanuers, Although the constable
fired six shots atter the fleeing man,
the latter did not stop, but soon quit
the tracks and disappeared in the
direction of a farmnouse A careful
search failed to reveal his hiding
place, until one of tne men heard the
sounds of heavy brt-alhn:); in a4 hay-
stack,

Seizing a pitehfork he plunged it
inte the stack, and soon a vell an-
nounced that the tines had found e
Austrian. He was dragged forth,
handeuffed and marched back to the
station,

Brooks and his prisoner arrvived in
Winnipeg Thursday evening, and the
latter was delivered into the hands
of the military authorities, This
story of the thrilling chase and cap-
ture “leaked out” today.
