The meeting heard impassioned
apeeches from several well-known
public men and unanimously passed
resolutions calling upon the Govern-
ment to dismiss immediately all Ger-
mans in its employ, to impoSe a
penalizing duty on all goods import-
ed from Germany and Austria after
the war, and to put up restricting
Lars against immigration from those
countries in the years to come.

Controlier Cameron presided at the
meeting and was wildly applauded
when he urged that all Germans in
high places, whether naturalized or
not, should be dismissed.. “It is all
right to say that they are loyal,” le
said, “but they are German, and that
is enough.” Referring to conditions
at Berlin, Ont.,, Mr. Cameron object-
ed to the large pumber. of munitions
orders going there, in view of the
light enlistment. “We are half afraid
of them, and simply for the sake of
a few measiy votes. Some one should
go in and wake them up,” he said. .

Magistrate wingsford wanied to
kpow how in the year 19315—a war
ye;Lr——Cnnada.'s exports to Germany
were $2,200,000 and the imports $5,-
000,000.
