Ottawu, Feh, 10,-~Teuton
in Canadic concerned Parliament to-
diy.  Members sought assurunce from
the Govelrnment that additional and
morve rigorous steps would be taken to
insurn  the Dominion ugainst the
sterlthy and ominous operations of the
Prussiun esplonage system. Two dj-
rect cases of the conduct of men sub-
requently proved to be German sples
on the Atlantic couast were instunced
by Mr. E. M. Maedonald and Hon,
Rodelphe Lemileux. “CQunada s at
war,” declared Mr. Macdonuld, ‘“and
it is the duty of the Qouvernment to
leave nothing undone to protect the
Jives und the property of its citizens.”
Spies Among Canadiagn Troops?

Girave apprehension existed in the
western seaboard Province, sald the
member for Pictou, that there were
a coneiderable number of German-
born aliens who were in touch with
the [enemy through more thun  one
source, Hecent correspondence pub-
lished in the United States indicated
that there were apies in Canadi.  He
had no doubt that some had enlisted
with Canadian troops. Letters from
the bhoys at the front were to the cf-
feet that the enemy was signally well
informed as to what was golng on
among  the Canadian troops. He
thought stronger restrictions should
be pluced upan the statute books.

An order
wus paskad Jast November which pre-
vented the use of flirearms, explosives,

etc.  Another order provided for res-
istratlon, Other orders had also

Menace to Country—One Instance.

Mr. Macdonald songiht wider pow-
ers for dealing with wsuspects in dis-
tricts where war munitions were being
manufactured.  He told of one Ger-
man who had been rarming in Nova
Scotia, Lut disnppeared when the war
broke out, An  investigation was
asked. owing to public suspicion belng’
aroused, but the reply of the author-
ities was that he was a man whol
would do ne harm. Later he was ar-
rested for some offence and interned. ‘
He escaped. Since then it had been
discovered beyond peradventure that
he was a spy. Such conditions Mr.
Macdonald described as a4 menace to
the country.

Spics on St. Lawrence.

Hon. Mr. Lemicux stated that last
summer when the submarines built
at Montreal were belng tested down
the St. Lawrence there were two spies:
in the district, apparently sur\'e)lngl
a small river. The matter was re-
ported to the Dominion Police, but on-
the arrival of brass buttons the
men disappeared. In the city of
Queliec a prominont German nnmcdi
Undhelm, on behalf of a German gyn-
dicate, had, just prior to the outbreak
of war, bought up the oxtremv por-

Hon. Mr. Hazen Defends Heldmann,

Men of German birth, and German-
Canadians who have won for them-
selves positions of confidence in  the
rdministration of Canada's naval and
military services at the present time,
were warmly defended by IHon. J. D.
Hazen, Minister of Naval Affairs, and
Major-General Sir Sam Hughes, Min-
Ister of Militia,

On the calling of the Grders of the
day, Mr. Hazen directed attention to
stutements made In the press sinco
the destruction of the Parliament
Bulldings by fire concerning Mr.
Gustav Heldmann, his Private Secre-
tary. The Minister stated that he
was  being  criticized for allowing
Heidmann, who is of German birth,
to retain an important and confiden-
tial post in the Government: service.
Mr. Huzen explained that Heldmann
came from Germany to Canadu as a
child. His father aettled In Turonto,
where he had lived for thirty-two
vears. He had taken out what ke
belicved to be naturalization papers,
1nd had voted as a Canadian citizen.
{is son secured his education in ‘To-
ronto, ,and became private secretary
to H. 8. Strathy, a bank manazger.
In 1904 he came to Ottawa as assist-
ant to the Secretary of the Natlonal
Transcontinental Rallway.

He Had Offered to Resign.

Sir
Sam replied that  General Lessard
was not on active service, and he had
no official Information as to the ap-
pointment; but, at any rate, it would
be only an act of courtesy to an offi-
cer of General Lessard's rank.

(Naval Service, Mr, Hazen criticlzed
the press comments scevercly,

Better to be Open and Frank.
