*I have it from high authority—
Sir Robert L. Borden—that tha fewer
chances we take with allens the bet- |
ter for the people,’” declared Dr. Nor-
man Allen yesterday at a meeting of
the Citizens’ Recruiting League in
supporting & resolution passed re-
questing the Dominlon and Provincial
Goveriiments to dispense with the
services of allen enemy servanis, upon
the ground that the employing of for-
eigners in high public offices s a
dangerous practice.

‘The resolution was strongly oppos- .
ed by the Hon, Thomas Crawford and
Dr, John Hunter.

“The Dominion Government is
wide awake to the nccessities of tak-
ing every precaution in such cases,”

emphasized Hon. Mr. Crawford. *I
think the Citizens' Recruiting League
i3 going to extremes in dealing with
matters of this kind. This League
has enough to do—and it is possible
to do some things better than in the
past—without telling the Govsrnment
what to do.”

No Aliens on City Payroll,

Replying to a remark that there
are allens on the civic payroll, Mayer
Church declared that ne was not
aware of it, and that If such a condl-

. tion existed it would soon be rectined,

Time Government Woke Up.

“It is time that the Dominion Gov-
ernment awakened to the serlousness
of the situatlon,” satd Mr, George H.
Allan, the mover of the resolution.
“We have been warned by American
publications of what is liable to hap-
pen, but without apparent effect upon
those in a position to demand the
reslgnations of aliens in the Govern-
ment service. The retuining of these
allens has been & detriment to re-
cruiting. It iy a sulcidal policy for
the Government to continue to do
what they have along these lines."”

“Government,”" interjected

Dr. John
Hunter, who added that while he und
the Hon. Thomas Crawford differed
in politics, he was obliged to support
his argument in thls particular case,

A resolution Iintroduced by Mr,
Oltver Hezzlowood, urging the adop-
tlon of the conscription or registra-
tion measures in Canada, with a view
‘to stimulating recrulting, was referred
to the Executive Committee for furth-
er consideration.
