PEOPLES FORUM
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Discussed from Different Angle:

Soctallsm proved an elastio subject at
the Poople’s Forum Sunday after-
noon, when two half-hour lectures deal-

ing with two distinet branches of it
wera delivered at the Bt. John’s Tech-
nical achool, the first by Hermann
Baltzman, on "Sociallsm and Natlonal-
lem,” tho other by F.)J. Tipping on
“Guild Soclallam.” Mr. Saltzman was
philosophically Ineclined, touching on
many lands, literntures and phases of
lle, managing to weave his man

tangled threads into a wholo whic

made good hearing and furnished inuch
food for thought.

Mr., Tipping presented the principles,
alms and {deals of gulld Soclalism, as
distinct from other forms of Boclnlfnm.
in a concrete, businesslike form, avow-
ing himasaclf to be necither an exponent
nor opponent of his chosen subject.

Much Discussion.

Tho discussion which followed each
lccture was widely participated in,
wWhilo the gquesations put to the spcakors
revealed many close students of Soclal-
Ism among the audience. Very accept-
ablo music was furnished by the Inter-
national cholr,

Tho trond of Mr, Baltzman’s address
wna to prove that nationalism could not
be stamped out. Several cases wero
cited, notably tho Jews, whose nation-
ality throvo and gained strangth with
¢ach fresh attack upon it. Many peodlo
icok forward to a world cltizenship.
These pcople soo only ono truth, one
beauty, one morlity, one nationality.
Without a means of comparison the
renge of value is lost. A world na-
tionality would be without a standard
(0 meoasurs by. If people were spiritu-
ally the same, there would ba no need
for differcnt languages. If love and
brotherhood are to be tho fruit of Bo-
rlalism, then Soclalism cannot ask that
nationunlities disappear, because every
natlon borrows asomething from some
other nation, assimilates {t, makecs 1t
it own and dovelope it In its own war.

Gulild Boclalism was born in 1906, sald
Mr. Tipping, In his outline of It. Its
definition was given as a *"union or
gulld embracing all engaged In a cer-
taln trade—for instance, a transpor-



tation guild would ombrace everycne
connectea with tranaportation, from &
wheelbarrow to an ocean liner, the state
to be the arbiter In control of the in-
ter-relation on soclal] matters between
gullds, The movement sprang Into ho-
Ing an the outgrowth of nn Increasing
dissatisfaction with tho old Soclalistic
ﬁollucal parties, who had lost taelr

igher Ideals In striving not to abolish
tho wage sysiem, but to ralse the wagos
of organized labor.
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
