powers,'" Mr. Noville sald that dur-
ing the present war the Dominjons
have shown u disposition to bhear
their respective shares, and it they
wore willing to obligate themselves to
do this for the future, then the time
was ripe for the formal considerition
of a acheme of government for tho
Emptre which, in return, would pro-
vide for the just aspirationa of the
Dominlons to share in the directlon
of foreign pollicy and common inter-
et

The speaker pointed out that a
share of the burden of the Empire
must be assumed by the Pominions,
and tho Empire must be enabled to
apeak aa one unit in denling with for-
olgn nations, whother fricndly or
hostile :
