Winnipeg, March 3~—~After six
months there have becn taken out of |
the west 272,116,000 bushels of the
total crop of 721,000,000 bushels,
There remain in the country olevators
65,019,300  bushels, the remainder
being in granarics on tho farms and
on the land genorally.

According to the most reliable estl-
mates obtainable, there aro yet to be
| moved from the west between 100,-
000,000 and 115,000,000 bushels of all
grains, although these figures chiofly
represont wheat.

The presont rate of movement aver-
ages somo 500 cars o day passing
through Winnipeg. At this rate it
would require nearly 200 days more

to complete the movemeont of the pre-
scnt crop.
