BRIDGIES AND CULVERTS.

LU'nder the chairmanship of Mr. LU
H. Dandurand, honorary president o
the congress, papers on the allied sub
jjJects of “"Highway Bridges' and
‘Highway Culverts' were read. ths
 former by the author, Mr. Lucius L
:;\lirn, engineer ful the Lounty 0
Hastings, Ontario, and the latter, nh
I'rench, written by Mr. Alex. ¥Fraser
engineer ot tne Highways Departmen
ol Quebee Province, and read by Mr
J. Duchastel de Jiontrouge, of Outre
mont., As bridges constitute so large
4 proportion ot the cust of many high
ways, said Mr. Allen, carerul studs
of their desizn and construoction wa:
necessary. A bridge should be prac
tically permanent in Its construction
and, to secure this, careful design, se
lection of proper materials and exXper
workmanship must be combined. Soli
foundation was the first desideratum
‘There was no stapdard type of bridge
fumi' traffic, c¢limate, geographical fea
tures and other local conditions mus
govern a seléction. Future develop
ments must bhe anticipated, as, for in
stance, the denudation of forests, in
creasing the possibility of freshets, A
a rule, increases of traffic and heavie
loads must also be provided for. e
inforced concrete construction was he
ing largely favored in England, being
economical both in firgt cost and i
maintenance. In adopting this type
artistie design and finish should no
e neglected If stee]l bridges wersd
adopted, constant painting was esgen
tial, and Mr. Allen gald he had seer
good steel bridges practically destroy
ed in 12 to 15 years by nexlect of thi
precaution. In conclusion, he express
ed satisfaction that the studv o
bridges was recelving the considoratiog
it deserved, as this meant that whey
the Canadian svstem of national high
ways was inaugurated, the bridge:
built would be worthy of such a grea
undertaking.
