Admits Endorsing Cheque,
- The memoranduim says thad when
Aon der Goltz was shown a chegque
glgned by Captain von  Papen, the
former Milltary Attache of the Ger-
man Bmbassy 0 Washingtan. whieh
had beeh seized at Falmoutl, he ad-
infited his endoracinent and e
he allowed 1o nalie o voluntary staie
ment, e wag thereapon given wiit-
ing amaterinl and speal the night of
- Ist In vcompiling a Litle-
'mont. which he afterwards swore to.

The  Gavernment’s  memorandun
remarksr: “Von der Goltz's statement
 finds_ detalied corraborition inthe von
iY'iLW!n chegites, which e cannot have
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known were in the possesslon of the
British authorities.” *

Reservists to Raid Canuda.

The stutement of von der Goltz, s
given out by the Government, is in
part as follows:

“On August 3, 1914, 1 left the Mexi-
can army on leave, und arrived at
El Pago, where Consul Kuck directed
me to report to veon Papen. After.
visiting Washington 1 arrived in Now
York in August.

"1 visited Vice-Conaul Kraske, who
suggested that 1 avoild Dhelng  seen
about the Consulate, and he would
notity me when to meet von Papen.
A few days later I met von Papen
1 was asked my opinion of u ARcheme,
suggested by a certaln Schuhmacher:
for ralding towns on the coast of the
Great Lakes with n motorboat armed
with machine guns. The propusal
later was rejected, owing tn the km-
hassy receiving unfuvorable informa-
tion about Schuhmacher. 1 was re-
quested to assisf In a scheme for the
invaslon of Canada by a forve re-
cruited from reservista in the United
Btaten, alded by Gorman warships
then in the Pacific,

*This scheme, which was propnsml'
by von Papan and Roy-Ed, later was
abandoned on the advice of Hern-
atorff,

“Next von Papen asked me lo con-
fer with two Irishmen, who proposed
the dynumiting of railway junctions,
grain elevators and the locks of the
canals connecting the Great lakes.
It was hoped thug te terrify Canada,
preventing the Dominion from alding
the mother country.

“1 recelved. the Irishmen, wha
brought maps and detnlly of the plan.
Before going to Baltimore to (:on.qulti
Consul Luederitz regarding  the;
achemeo ] amployed one man, Charles;
Tucker, allas Tucsheimers as an ans}
sistant. T then went to Baltimore and
conaulted Luederilz, who obtained u)
passport in tha name of Taylor. Hej
nulso introduced me to the captain of;
a German ship at that time In the
harhor, propesing that T make use of
part of his crew and one officer. Oin
returning to New York 1 selected
threp men to asslst me and aeaqealnt-
ed them with part of the details of
the scheme. [ received a cheque trom
von Papen, which was cashed top me
by Mr. Stallford, a member of o
German club.

Capt. Tauscher Busy.

“Regarding thu material, wisns and
dynamite needed, von  Papen  in-
formed me that Captuin ‘'nuschey of
Krupps' Agency had agreed to fure
nish them. 1 saw Tauscher. ¥ gave
me a letter of intruduetion to  the
Du Pont Pawder Combany, - recom-
mending B. H. Taylor and company,
and supplied me with an order to the
man in charge of dynamite barges 1y-
ing in New York harbor,

“Tauscher told me he wounld send
pistols by messenger to Hoboken, to
he delivered there 10 one nf my agenty
at a certaln restaurant,

“In order to get dynamite it was
necessury to hire o motor-boat in
New York and put the dynamjie i

hoard in sulteases.  After getting thoe
explosive 1 went by wtuxicah with wwa
suiteases to a Germun club and saw
von Papen. I then. took the dyoa-
mite to 1y rooms, where T ulgn Lept
u portion of the arms packed in a
smnll portmantesu.  The remainder
were in keeping of two agents, one be
ing Mr. Ioritzen, the dischargad pur-
ger of u Russdian Steamer, the allier a
.}ll‘. Busse, a commercial agent,’ . who
formerly lived in England.

Hires Rooms in Buffalo,

‘ “The only other agent | employed
\wns C. Covanl, who attended ll]ll.:l p)er-
;uonully. Tucker not belng centrusted
iwl'tl"n. any of these things.

| “I'wo ar three days luter [ rereived
from von P'apen at his rooms at the
c‘luh. in the presence of Fritzen and
Covani, a .supply of generators and
wire, which I tuok to my rooms in a
taxicab. A few days later we left
the Grand Central Station for Buf-
falo. Fritzen. Busse and Tuckaer tak.

Ing care of the munitions, Covani at-,
tending me, :
“In Buffalo | hired rooms at 188
Delaware avenue. [ had the dyna-'
mite browght there, and spent some
dnys gathering information about the
precautions taken by Canada, Then
1 myself and my agents went to Ni-®
agara Falls, N.Y,, September 15,
“While still in Buffalo I recelved a
telogram from von Papen, signed
Steffens, informing me that a lawyer,
John Ryan, had maoney and Instruc-
tlons. 1 recelved the money bul no
instructions. Belng thrown on my
own resources, [ dotermined to recon-
noitre the terraln where T wanted to
act, but on the 25th Ryan summoned

me.
“[Inving recelved privataly informa-
contin-
gent had left Valeartler Camp, 1
knew 1 should bo recalled, as the ob-
ject of my enterprise was thus re-
moved. Ryan handed me a telegram
of reeall, .
“As my funds were Insufficlent, 1
discharged Busse and Fritzen at Buf-
in the
keeping of an avintor, who was man-
ager of Fels' restaurant at Niagara
ralls, and returned to New York,
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
