Lang-
iry was one of
the first police-
men to volunteer.
He joined the

. attained the rank
Sgt.-Maj. Langtry of sergeant here.
At Shornecliffe he was made ser-
geant-major. He spent the first win-
ter of the war as sergeant instructor
at Salisbury Plaln and need never
have gone to the firing line at all
had he not been so eager for a first-
hand whack at the Huns. However,
he transftrred and went to France
with the boys of the 15th Battalion.
Sergeant-Major Langtree has nev-
er complained, and wrote his wife
that the food was excellent. But he
guffered from muscular rheumatism
and has been in the hospital since

the Leginning of the present year.
The sergeant-major is 46 years of
age. He has a brother, Flight Com-
mander George Langtry, in England.
