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BRAVE YOUNG SOLDIER
DROWNED AT KAPUSKASING

PTE. A, W. V. THOMPSON WAS TO
HAVE JOINED THE 170TH
BATTALION 'TO-DAY,

“And we expected him back
morrow, but not in the way he
coming."

In a pathetic, temr-choked voice,
Mrs, A, R. Thompson of 184 Bartlett
avonue last night uttered the above
words in telllng tho story of tho
death of her son, Pte, Albert Willlam
Victor Thompson, a young nineteen-
year-old Toronto scldler, who met his
death In a drowning accldent at Ka-
puskasing 'Internment Camp on
May 24.

“We haven't yreceived any particu-
lurs of the accident,” continued Mrs,
Thompson, “only just a brief official
cémmunication from headquarters in-
forming us that ho was drowned. His
body will be brought to Toronto on
the noon train tfrom there, and he will
bo burled with military honors, Untit

to-morrow we shall not know just how

tho end came."

Young Thompson, despite his years,
was a thorough soldier, Even he-
foro tho present war broke out, when
ho was juat seventoon years of age, he
applied for enlistment in the Sth Mis-
sisgauga Horse Regiment for home
service, but was rejected. A year ago
last March he again applled and was
accepted and sent to Kapuskasing to
traln with the guard at the camp, It
had been his Intention to proceced
overseas with the 76th Battalion,-but,
ag luck would have it, he slipped al-
mmost on the eve of tho departure of
the battalion and sustained a badly
sprained ankle. Transferred to the
170th Battallon, the new Mississnuga
unit, he romained at the camp on ac-
count of the recent uprisings of the
inmntes,

Thompson was horn here Just nine-’

teen years ago. He had a great fond-
ness for horses, ns his parents had
kept one since ho was a small boy,
and it was this trait of character that
led him to enllst with the cavatry.
Hia tather, Mr. A, . Thompson, went
ovorsens with the first contingent, and
8o far has not been wounded.
