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FRVE-SHATTERED

Oatario Provides a Hospital for Sol-
diers Saffering From thock,

Ontario has again come to the
front in a most tangible way in con-
nection with the war. Thia time it
is not with a gift 6f money, but in
the equally practical and necessary
way of caring for those who are suf-
fering through the stress of battle.
Recognizing that the war bLas pro-
uced speclal conditions :mong the
disabled soldiers, the Canadian Hos-
pitals Commission has urranged with
the Outario Government, through the
Departwent of the Provincial Secre-
tary. to establish a wilitary bospital
for the treatment of . mental apd
shock cases.

For tbis purpose the present hos-
Mml for mental diseaszes at Cobourg

8.t0 be converled Into & wilitary
boiulln) with a stuff and equipwent
provided by the present organiza-
tion of the Department. This means
that soldiers fromsOntario who are
brought back suffering from shock
will be received luto an institution
specially maintained to giye them
proper treatment. So far as is

known, Ontario is the only Province
hias® been

where such an ipnovation
atterspted, and ft
those who are familiar
age produced by the present war as
one of ‘the most needed branches of
the medical service,

The Cobourg hospital will be made
immediately ava le. by the trans-
fer of some 180 female patients to
the new institution at Whitby. Spe-
clal equipment fuch as continuou
balh! vapor baths, electro-therapeu-
i and other apparatus will be
lnl!nllod at Cobourg, while detached
buildings will to erected from time
to time to provide for an inereased
accommodation up to 500 patients.
The staff wii! be selected from the
most competent in the various in-
stitutions of the Province, and should
tho demand warrant it, part of the
nev:’ hospital at Whitby can also be

used.

In making use of the facilities of
the Province for this work the Cana-
dian Hospitals Commission is not di
vesting itself of any responsibility
The arrangement with the Ontario
Government provides for a fixed al-
lowance per day for each patient. In
this way a large capital expenditure
is avoided ov the one bhand for the
Dominion, and there will be no de-
lay in commencing treatment for
those men who are now on their way
to Canada or will be fmmediately
sent here.

Only Four Blinded Canadians,

A statement issued by the Military
Hospitals' Commission recently calls
jattention to the fact that an entirely

number of the members of the Cana-
dian expeditionary forte whao ha
lost their eyesfght as a result of
their war service. Various agencies
have been started for the collection
of money in order to provide homes
and special trainivg for blinded Ca-
nadian soldiers, and unauthorized
persons are making collections for
this purpose,
