The Canadian War Records
branch of Sir Max Aitken's activi-
ties is encaged in the task of putting
in order all material which will ulti-
mately be required for the Canadian
archives and for the use of Can
dian historians, including the diaries
ot various regiments, brigades, and
other Canadian units' reports, photo-
graphs, maps, drawings, el The
records so far completed have been
brought only so far as the & cond
battle of Ypres. Every effort is also
being made to keep the British press
informed as to the doings of the
Canadian troops in the field, “pub-
licity for Canada during this war be-
ing inseparably bound up with Can-
ada's gredit.”

An official photograpber, Cpt. H.
E. Knobel, has been appointed, and

records of all towns, positions, and
trenches occupled by  Canadian
troops. Arrangzements have also been
completed for c.aematagraph opera-
tors to take Mlms of the Canadian
troops in the trenches and in aetion.
These will be exuibited, not only in
Canada, but in  neutral countries
throughout the world,

The Canadian representative aleo
undertakes the circulation among the
troops at the fro~t and in England
of a daily pews Luiletin from Can-
ada. The Cancdinns are the only
soldiers to epjo; such a special
news service.
