North Bay, Ont, July 31.—Once
again the north countfy is called upon
to mourn the loss of the lives of many
of Its Inhabitants. A duplication of the
Porcupine fire which occurred on July
11th, 1911, started on Saturday after-
noon at 6 p.m., at Nushka, a station 36 |
miles south of Cochrane and spread
with great rapidity owver an entire
area of ong hundred miles, wiping out
the towns of Porquis Junction, Iro-
quols Falls, Kelso, Nushka, Matheson,
Ramore and Cochrane and causing &
total loss of life of one hundred and
eighty four. |

- Between Matheson and Cochrane
there is not a house standing. On
Sunday your -carrespondent visited
the scene of devastation. The fire was
still raging with an awful intensity
and the heat was shaply appalling..
Trainloads of refugees were rushed to
New Liskeard and HMalleybury. Over
twenty doctors and As many nurses
afe being kept busy attending tb the
injuries of the afflicted. Telegraph and
telephone communication Is simply

nil from Burkes, on the T. and N. O.
to Hearst, Ont., on the Transcontin-

ental, a distance of one hundred mil-
es. The origin of the calamity was
bush’ fires and owing to the dry con-
dition of the woods and the high wind
blowing at the time the fire spread
with awful intensity. '

Two trainloads of fire sufferers

were brought to New Liskeard this
morning and the harrowing tales of

the sufferers brought teary to many
eyes.
