The men made their escape last
Wednesday, They wore allowed to
work in n garden at Fort Henry, and
for months had dug a hole under n
flower bed In the garden, They se-
creted themselves In this hole Wed-
nesday dfterncon., That night they:
came out, and, after hiding along the
shore of the St. Lawrence for a day,
they socured & boat and escaped
across the river to Clayton.

Erwin John was travelling from
Chicago to New York on January 4,
1915, when he was taken from a
Michigan Central traln at Niagara
Falls, Ont,
