ment.

Originally 208 cnemy subjects
were internéd; of these 100 were
allowed out to work for the C.P.R.;
30 for the G.T.R.; 25 in Mountawn
Park coal min d the remainder
excluding the referred to, are at
work for firmers In various parts
of the Province. The guards are
under orders to report at the 19h
regiment armory. Many are returr.-
ed soldiers, some having been in
the fighling line, others having got
as far as England when they were
nt back as Deing medically untit.
one of them has got a discharge
and they are in somewhat of a
quandary as to what arrangements
will be made for their employment.
They appear to be under the im-
pression that their term. of. service
as guards was to be until the end
of the war. There prevails the Im-
pression that the majority of ‘he
men will have the opportunity. of
going to Lethbridge for guard Auty.
