TWODEFENDANTS ARE
TAKEN TO THE GELLS
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Mr. Justice Latchford Finds
‘ One Guilty of Contempt

Yesterday was a bad day for some
of the defendants at cases in the Non-
jury Assizes. One of them, Emanuel
'l‘opp. ‘was taken into custodyr. upon
'the evidence o©of a witness on the
charge of alding an alien enemy. An-
other, J. R. Foxcroft, was committed
Ito confinement for twenty-four hours
by Justice Latchford, for contempt of:
Icourt. Foxcroft and F. E. Shibley
kwere defendants in a suit brought by
' Nathan Goltesman for specific per-
!ormn.nce. When Foxcroft was leav-
ing the box he whispered to the plain-
*un “T'll do you yet.” The plalntiff's
 solicitor drew the attention of the
’Judzn to the remark, and he commit-
 ted Foxcroft to jail fosy twenty-four
hours for contempt. At the conclu-
slon of the civil action judgment was
given for the plaintifr.

Emanuel and Sarah Topp were de-
 fendants ir an action brought by his
 niece to recover the sum of $1,000
which she hadgecelved from them by
Fchequo. and which she claimed she
' was induced to surrender to them
again by false pretences. The nlece,
ruﬂdred Fox, stated in the witness box
that Topp had sent money from Can-
‘ada to St. Loula, to her, and some of
.lt. $200, had been forwarded to Aus-
‘tria. Upon hearing this testimony
xJusuce latchford ordered the Crown
 officers to take notice of it, and at the

' conclusion of the trial Detective
i)Iaurer took Topp into custody, and
an investization will be instituted. In
 the civil action judgment was given
' for the plaintiff, and Justice Latch-
ford commented strongly on the way
that the defendants tried to deceive
their creditors.
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
