It was stated under oath by a
Mrs. Dhys that a show planned for
Saturday night was to be an uxhihitt
of how Germans and Austrians defeat Y
ed the British and Russians, uuom'diuu:
to the story told her by dul'vndunts'
then in custody.
During the week-end the (*llegwi

tiong have been thoroughly investi-
gated by Crown Progecutor Matheson
and the police officials. Chief of Police
Isslemont attended the hall on Satur-
day evening and found that the play
was of a harmless sort, and the audi-
ence was composed of women and
children, The men who were alleged
to have plotted seditious meetings
were found to be Polish residents of
eight, ten and fifteen years residence
in Brandon, and there is not an atom
of evidence obtainable that would cast
reflection upon their character.

On the other hand, Mrs. Dhvs is a
German Hungarian, according to the
proprietor of the hall, and as such
would not be allowed to become a
member of the club under whose ans
pices the entertainments were heing
run, the membership of which is con-
fined to Polish residents.

The Sun representative interviewed
Mike Lyternoistek, proprietor of the
hall, this morning. He stated in the
presence of Crown Prosecutor Mathe-
son that the entertainments held in
the hall was absolutely unobjection-
able. He extended an invitation to
The Sun to send a representative to
the hall at any time, whenever a meet:
ing was in progress or not, and to
judge the entertainment for himself.
The same invitation had been extend-
ed to Mayor Cater, Chief Esslemont

force, or Crown Prosecutor Mathesow,

tc visgit the hall.
Mr. Lyternoistek ascerted that none

!nl‘ the Dhys family would be allowed to

hecome membeors of the club, The en ;
tertainments were, however, open to
German residents, the sanie as to any
other section of the population,

An offer was also made to The Sun
jo inspect the hooks of the club and
it would he seen that all the proceeds
lof the hall go to pay ror it. This, the
H'epm'ler was informed, could he veri
Jlled on reference to the firm of B. H.
;(‘amphell & Co., who suim]ied the lum-
I her.

As to the real object and purposes of
the club, The Sun wasg assured that "1t
is to provide for the sick, If any mem-

ibers of the club become sick, we help
{him,” said our informant. Apart from
this, the hall is being used for the pur-
pose of holding entertainments,
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
