America under the Treaty eof Utrecht in the|
Tormer year and the Treaty of Paris in the latter,!
and that they have becn ever since increasing|
eteadily and rapidly in numbers.  Naturally the
larsest Canadan-French contingent is in the Pro--
vince of Quebee, farmerly Lower Canada.

Daring the half century of the separate po-
litical existence of thess (won Urovinces, from
1781 to 1840, Lower Canada was: becoming more
and maore French, while Upnper \m.uk\ was filling
up with English-speaking peopiv. and after the
partial union of 1[40 this diference became in-
croasiagly aceentuated.  The foderation of sev-
eral Provinees into one Dominion in 1867 in-
volved the virtual reseparation of Upper from
fower Canada under ditYering systems of ww,
pniil_v. municipal institutivus, and especially edu-
cation.  Friction between the two races was in-
evitable unless they should he able to tolerate
one anotier. and this has never teen their mutual
relation,

For many reasons, but chiefly because it is
necessary to pramote the solidarity of the whole
Dominion, irrespective of ruce and religion, it is
extremely  desirable to bring about a  better
acquaintance between tle Freach.speaking and
the Daglish-speaking peopie of Quebee and On-
tario. Te effect this was the motive of a visit of
representative citizens of ¢ Province, a fow
months ago, to ditferent paris of Quebec, includ-
ing it3 commercial metropolis, Montreal, and its
venerable and interesting political eapital, Que-
bec. Needless to say, the visitors were received
with a hearty welcome and treated with characs
teristic hospitality. OU course they came back
detizhted. and equally, of course, they have en-
listed the aid of others to treagan the like whole-
hearted way a delegation of representative visit-
ors from Quebec.  These fellow-Canadians of this
broad Dominion may rest assured that when they
come they will be heartily received by the people
of Ontario in every place where they may sojourn
during their stay.
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
