Russian Republic would be estab-
ished. The meeting was held In
Broadway Hall, Spadine axenwe,
which was packed, even down the!
itairs, with eager listeners. The gath-|
ering was called under the auspices of
the “revolutionary groups™ of these
three subdivisions of the Russlan
peoples, and it is hoped that a still
larger gathering may be arranged
soon, posaibly at Massey Hall. A Rus-
sian demonstration was proposed,
but not decided upon.

Romanoff Dynasty Harsh.

Mr. A. Swigach presided, and the
speakers included Messrs. G. Mack
(Russian), Rotschild (Polish) and E.
Stephanitzky, editor of the Ukranian
newspaper in Toronto. The dynasty
of the Romanofts was .described as
being oppressive and harsh for the
last four hundred years, and the fact
mentioned that there were more pri-
sons in Russia than there are schools
throughout Canada. The case of the
woman, Catherine Brechsovski, was
re-told: she was sent to prison when
seventeen, and had been there almoat
