language and hygiene., The Bible was
sold’ in Winnipeg in fifty-one lan-
suages, and English must dominate.
‘There could be no bilingual system
in the West. The United States did
not have this problem to contend
with. Of the great French colony in
Louisiana hardly a trace could now
be found. There was a great duty
dsvolving upon the Church'to make |
the Ruthenians, the Galicians nnd!
other i{mmigrants good Canadian
dtizens, The wsocial zulf could be
bridged.
