Specinl te The Jourmal -
TORONTO, April 5.—At the Ine-
quest into the death of Tony Karb-

McIntyre, here, the superintendent
of the factory, J. 8. Bandusky, ad-
mitted that he was born in Germany
and had not been natyiralized as a
Canadlan, It was brought out In
the testimony that practically eighty
per cent. of the employes were for-
eigners of allen enemy countries.

Coupled with the verdict of accl-
dental death, the jury added a rider
to the effect that the Imperial Muni-
tions Board should be apprised of
the fact.
