Took Alien Waiters Oul. of
Restaurants and Landed Them
in the Cells.

TORONTO, April 13. —Incensed at
an alleged attack by an Austrian em-
ploye on a erippled soldier a few days
ago, a crowd of soldiers numbering
over 500, representing several units
at Exhibition Camp, ralded Childs’
restaurant, at the corner of Yonge
and Richmond streets, at 8 o'clock
last night and having taken out a
Swigs and a Russian, employved there,
excorted them to the police station,
where the aliens were locked up to
‘prevent further trouble, The sol-
diers then marched in a body to
Young's restaurant, at the corner of
Yonge and Queen streets, paraded
through the placde without doing any
Idamue, or securing an allen prison-
‘cr, and subsequently made similar
visits to McConkey's lunch room on
‘Bay street, and the King Edward
‘Hotel. Later several bands paraded
the streets by way of aemonstration.

Soemo Was Wild One.

The scene at Childs’ was a wild
one. As the men approached they
called on every khakl-clad figure
on the street to joln in avenging the
alleged insult. On arrival at the

restaurant they demanded the de-
livery of the Austrian, and were
told that a few of them might
come in and search. In a few
minutes the large dining room was
packed with soldlers, and pande-
monium reigned. The guesis were
badly frightened, and the walt-
resses. reduced to nervous helpless-
ness. No food could be served, and
the guests departed as fast as they
ecould, Some dishes and chairs
were smashed, but not much dam-
age was done. No Austrians were
found, and the soldlers had to be
contented with the capture of an
ally and a neutral, As the last s0l-
dier tralled out, the doors were
locked, and the placed closed for
some hours. |
