Military Authorities Arc Behind Move-'
ment to Get Soldiers’ Grievances
Cleared Up, but in an Orderly
Manner—Russell Cos’s Statement.

‘““The military
hind any movement to®get all sol-
_diers grievances cleared up, and to

get them cleared up in an orderly -

manner. That is what the soldiers
want themselves,” said Col. H. C.
Osborne, A.A.G., of the Toronto Mili-
‘tary Division to The Globe yesterday.
In the matter of the employment of
raturned men the soldiers have a
grievance, said Cdl: Osborde, but ‘they’
as well as the-military authorvities,
arg very anxious that a remedy be
found without any 1more of such
trouble as occurred tho last few
nights,

Saturday night a meeting of the re-
turned men was held In the office of
Provost-Marshal Capt. A. Sinclair, and
the whole affair was discussed fromn
all angles. The soldlers themselves
are very much alive to the rfact that
Zurther riotous proceedings are liable
to set public opinion against them.
On thoe other hand, they wish he
authorities to recognizo that thelr
grievances must be redressed.

*“Discharge the Ioreigner.'*

‘What the soldiers want is that the
Toreigners in the factories he let out
of their jobs and Britishers and Cana-
dians put in their place. One case in
particular was discussed on Saturday

night.” A roturned ,soldier, a presserin|.

a cleaning and* pressing establishment,
applied for a position. Hc was about
to get it, when o foreigner offered his
services for less money per week,
The soldier was told that there was
no work ror hinmi. The men feel they
ho,ve Just grounds for Lomphnnt.
Forelgners are emplmed ay cooks in
restaurants, and in munition factorics
and other places. They should be
taken out of these positions, suy the
soldiers, and put on the land, und let
the returned men have thelr places.
Something had to be done. The Gov-
ernment seemed deaf to all com-
plaints, so the returned men took the
matter Into their own hardy and
smrted ovderly rwtmh.

In one restaurant on Saturday
night the men found an Austrian em-
ployed who had not reported to the
police since I'ebruary, 1915. That is
the sort of thing that makes the ve-
turned soldlers - very angry. This
uvrderly rounding-up of alleny is en-
urely for the returned soldiers, say
the men. They do not. want cwm:ms
in it, nor do they want any C.V
men who have not gone overseas,
‘“The publie is all right,” say the men.
—=2The- public - treats Us--in- wn -syHure
manner, but the employers of lubor
do not. A returned man goes to work
in a factory at u certain -position
where he is allowed to sit down at
his work. A few days after he starts
he 13 told that he must gtand ap at
Iis work or get out. That is not
according to the agreement, but as he

Register of Returned Men,

“What we would like to have,” said

Col. Osborne Lo The Giobe, “is a
complete registration system of all re-
turned men, so that we wiil Kknow
who we ha»e. what they can do, and
how they are employed. Then wo
can get the co- operation of the em-
ployers of labor, and when there are
positions to be filled returned men
will fill them, if possible. To the re-
tuarned sul(ixer is due absolute justice,
aud more than that, but we do not
want them to act in @ way to set the
public against them.”

that they are citizens of the allies,
tussia and Serbia. The company fur-
thee srate_that =0 far as thoy arve
wware no alien enemies are in their
employ.

With regard to the employment o
returned soldicrs, the company’s re-
cords show that since Tebruary &,
1917, ninety-eight A.R. men—tnat js,
men who have applied for enhistment

and been refused, owing to pliysical
defecte—have been taken into  the
emptoy of the company. Since the

same date, 167 returned or discharged
men of the Canadian Expeditionary:
Force have heen taken on the com-
pany's payroll. As indicating the dif-.
ileulty of reaching a just concluslon,
in particular cases. it is pointed out;
that among the 167 returned or dis-.
charged men of the Canadian Expe-.
ditionary Torce, the following names;
