Porcupine, April 21.—Very encouraging
results are attending mining operationa at
the Hollluger Reserve, according to the
lutest advice recelved here, A force of
nbout twenty men is employed, and the
shaft {s being continued fromn the 300 to
the 400 foot level. At the present depth
of a little more than 300 feet the veln is
safd to be the full width of the shaft and
contalns considerable free goll. Altagether
something like 2,000 feet of underground de.
velopment and exploratinn work han been
done on the Hollinger Reserve and a con-
riderable tonnage of fair grade milling ore
hus heen conveved to the dumps. The man-
agemont had for a time intended installing
a fmall hall mill this spring, but {t i» un-
derstood this will not be done untit per-
haps next fall,
