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INTERNED ALIENS EMPLOYED.

Not in Industrial Work, but Clearing
Land, etc.

Ottawa, May 7.—A statement given
to Parliament by the Minister of
Justice shows that since the war
began 2,961 interned allens of enemy
nationality have been employed on
various public works. Thoy have
cleared land and built roads and
ditches in the new experimeptal farms
in tho vicinity - of the Internment
camps, principally in northern On-
tario and Quebec. None of them have
been employed on industrial work.
,The interned aliens included 212 Ger-
mans, 2,610 Austrians and 139 Turks.
