That the industry should be allowed to
sufter due to lack of workers {s u growing |
puzzle to not a few mining men of this
district. From present indications, the re-
sources of Northern Ontarlo have not yet
reached anything like the limit of expan-
slon. and If bullion {s essentiaf to the suc-
cessful prosecution of wars, there would
appear to be every incentive toward In-
creasing the present output from thiz din-

trict.

It fs a fact that at Porcupine there ts at
the present time a shortage of approxim-
ately one thousand mine workers. Curtalls
ment of mining ogorr\unns would compel
whole communlities to disperse. An en-
deavor to tmport mine workers has appar-
ently falled, and it is generally recognized
thit In so far as Porcupine i= concerned
the mines cannot he operated efticlently
with the present forces.

The MclIntyre-Porcupine s the only blg
producer In Porcupine helng operated at
full blast. Rumors are current that ar.
rangements may be made with the Govern-
ment to allow eriach praducing mine a given
number of allen enemles from the Intern-
ment campe,  This, {t {s thought, could be
worked effectively, and {n thix direction
wouid appear to lle one solutlon of the
rresent difficulty, It fs belleved that the
fiovernment may decide to alist each mine
an ample force of men at A reasonable keale
of wages, the aliens to receive only intern.
ment pay, and the difference to he placed
at the disposal of the Red Cross, Patriotic,
ar Returned Soldiers’ Fund, the expense of
military protection at the mines to bhe
borne hy the mines either individuatlly or
collectively.
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
