This afternoon
Major Buchunan said they had made
every endeavor to get i returned sol-
dier who was qualified for the posi-
tion. It was offered to Lt.-Col. Bal-
lard and Lt.-Col. McCullough. Mr.
Orgill applied, und was told that he
could not have thg position unless he
voluntcered agaln for actlve ser-
vice and was rejected. He did offer
himself, and was rejected for over-
seas, and then secured the position.
Major Buchanan sald that out of
fourteen pensions officers appointed,
eleven were returned soldiers and
the other three A.R. men.

F. W. Tresham of the Great War
Veterans' Associntion compliined be-
causn the board paid one of ity em-
' ployees only $600 a yocar. Col. Ln-‘
batt said the man was careless, and|
Jost his position through drink. Col
Labatt said if the League had a re-
turned soldier qualified for the posi-:
tlon he could have it. The Leaguoj
then passed a resolution thanking tho
Pension Board members for coming
here and making such a satisfactory
explanation of their action.

No Licenses for Aliens.

The Polico Commissioners thils af-
ternoon made good their threat to re-
fuse a license of any kind to an alien
enomy. The board declined to re-
new the pool-room liconse of J. Ivan-
hoff, a Bulgariun, who had been in
business here for twelve years. Mayor
Booker said that all licenses held by
alien [enemies should be taken from
them and giton to returned soldiers.
J. McDonald was granted a pool-room
license for 697 DBarton streect cast,
although there was a largely signed
petition agalnst it.

Veterans Demand Conscription,

The Great War Veternns' Assocla-
tion to-night passed resolutions call-
ing on the Federal Government to
adopt some form of conscrip-
tlon in order to reinforce Can-
adlans overseas, and the Mill-
tary Convalescent IHospital Com-
mission to establish a large con-
valescent home here without delay.
Col. R. H. Labatt, Chairman of the
Eoard of Penslon Commissioners, ad-
dressed the meeting. Major Buchanan,
chief investigator for the hoard, was
also present. A Board of Trustees was
appointed to administer the funds of
the assoclation,
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
