Ottawa. June- 5.—A" deputation,
representing the Trades and Labor

; Congress and the miners' unions in !

the Cobalt ana Porcupine districts, |
waited upon the Minister of Justice
this afternoon to protest against
discrimination in regard to wages or
status us individual miners being ap-
plied to the men of ‘enemy national-
Ity who are now working in the
northern Ontario mines., Some seven
or eight hundred of these men, who
have ecither been released from the
internment camps or are registered
as aliens and under surveillance, are
now working in the mines,

A proposal was made to the Gov-
ernnmient and to the operators recent-
Iy that they Dbe given only the, in-
ternment camp rate of pay, namely,,
25 cents per day, and that the bal-
ance between this amount and the
standard of wages paid to miners be
turned over to the Patriotic or Red
Cross funds,

Tho Minister of Justice 10ld the
deputation that strict Instructions
had been given that these men, so
long as they obeyed the laws of (he
country and refrained from any ge-
ditious talk or action, were to ILave
all the-rights of Canadian citizeas,
and would therefore be ontitlad to
the full amount of the standard wage
scale glven to all miners, The Labor
representatives expresscd satisfaction
with the reply given. ) - .
