Austrians on Parole From In-
ternment Broke Agree-
ment.

Call Themselves Social Dems-

“We are not going to tolerate in
Toronto, whatever they may do in
other cities. any act on the part of
alien enemies that will be prejudicial
to the interests of tnis country. 1
will report yesterday's meeting to
Ottawa and await my instructions
frora there. Meanwhile you will be
kept in custody.”

In these words Chief of Police
Grasett to-day temporarily disposed
of the 74 registered Austrians taken
by the police during the raid on the
aptx-cnnscription meeting held in Oc-
cident Hall. Bathurst and Queen
streets, yvesterday afternoon.

The group of aliens, the great ma-
jority of them young and able-bodied,
had taxed the capacity of the celis
over night, and appeared in all the
splendor of tiieir holiday clothes,

Arraigned Before the Chief.

As the ruling in regard to the trial
of alien enemies permits of no repre-
sentationr by counsel, their part in
the case was presented by Inspector
of Detectives Kennedy.

The company were marshalled in
the court, while the. meeting was in-
vestigated by Col. Grasett, Chief of
Police, who i3 registrar of allen ene-
mies.

"At 1his meeting, it seems, the sub-
ject of conscription came up for dis-
cuss:on.”” the chief stated- A loud
chorus of "Nos" showed that his
Ingiish and its purport were alike
well understood by the great ma-
jority.

day, but evidence was forthcoming;,
that vesterday's meeting was & con- ;

My opinion is,” the chief contin-
ued, “that all enemy aliens who hu\'e!
been registered and who attend meet-
ings to protest against conscription, i}
have broken their understanding and |
agreement, and are liable to Le re-
interned. 1 shuall report the case to
Oitawa, and if Ottaws should be
lenient again and permit yvou your
freedom, I will see that the agree-
ment you made will be carried out !
to the tetter.™
