When the allens decided to quit
work™“Thursday morning,- they de-
manded that the ,freight checkers
strike with them. 'I'he checkers re-
fused. whereupon the Bulgarians at-
tempted to use force. .

No Troops Sent.

Hince Port McNicoll comes under
the" authority of the officer command-
ing thiy military district for military,
purposes, any movement of troops
from headquarters at Borden cump or
any point in the division would be
made under his orders.

At midnight last nlight Lieut.-Col.
Heniy Osborne, the Assistant Adju-
tant-General of the district, stated
that no troops had been sent to Port
McNicoll.  Further, pno orders had
been received to prepare tronpy to as-
sume the police dutles of this rnuni-
cipality.
