DIRECT  REPATRIATION

Wounded and Sick Captives to
Get Better Treat-
ment.

(Canadian Assoclated Cable.) I
London, July 29.— The following
{8 the full summary of the agreement
made at The Hague between the Brit-
ish and German Governments regard-
ing prisoners :(—

(1) All existing agreements for di-
rect repatriation shall be resumed.
(2) Medical qualifications for repatri-
ation and internment in neutral coun-
try of combatant prisoners shall be
made more lentent. (3) More severely
wounded and seriously i1l among pris-
oners in Switzerland shall be sent
back to their own countries. (4) There
shall be_selected for internment in
Holland 7,600 sick and wounded Brit-
ish and German combatant prisoners.
(6) All oficers and N.C.O.’s, whether
in health or not, who have been in
captivity eighteen months shall be in-
terned in a neutral country, so far as
accommodation can be provided. Pre-
cedence will be according to length
of captivity, The Dutch Government
will provide places for 6,600. (6) The
Dutch Government will further pro-
vide for 20,000 civillan prisoners, in-
vallds belng given preference. (7)
Punishment for attempting to escape
shall be reduced to fourteen days;
special confinement for simple offence
and two months’ confinement if ag-
gravated by offence against property.
All combatant prisoners now under-
going punishment for such attempt
shall be released to ordinary captivity
by August 1. (8) All reprisals against
individuals shall be at once cancelled.
No further reprisals shall take place
except at four weeks' notice. Execu-
tions of sentences for offences com-
mitted by combatants or civiiians be.
tween date of capture and August 1
shall stand over till the conclusion
of peace.
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
