The new quarters will make things
very much more satisfactory for the
operation of the Police Depattment
and much more sanitary than the pre-
sent premises occupled in the city hall
and the court room will be more com-
modious for handling the crowd which
usually fills Magistrate Elliott's court,
which of course is chiefly forelgners.
