“Weare, or were, hoping that it the
end does not come this year Canada
would give all the First Contingent
men and thoss whn had arrived in
England before Jun. 1, 1915, and put
in a reasonable time in  France, a
leave to Canada. Austraila is giving
six months to a1l her men who have
been overseas at any place, Kgypt in-
cluded, 1,000 days, but then Australia
always does ook after her men.
Canada doesn’t seem to care. They
take us in and hand us over to the
by no means oo tender nercies of
‘lhe Imperial Government, and then
seem to think they are finished with
‘ us. But we were hoping that we might
set, suy, 4 month clear in Canaday, af-
‘lvr all these months, or even two
or three weeks, but I am  told
there is no chance.  Lots of men do
’gm it whou have not heen out anything
like as long as we have, but unless
you have the pull there is no chance,
There are only about $,000 of the old
regiments left now, I believe, and
they have lots of spare men they
|.-nuld relieve us with, but [ very
lmuch doubt that anything will be
done unless some one takes it up, for,
of course, we cian do nothing, but it
would be very welcome, and more 8o
as there seems little or no chance of
our getting back home for at least
anotier fifteen months, or more like-
ly eighteen or twenty months.”

This letter should awaken
Canadian people to a sense of their
duty to the men at the front.
