Women Leaders Who Criti-
cize Franchise Bill

“Resgolved: That thls conven-
tion of the Ontario Women Citi-
zen’s Association thanks Sir Rob-
ert Borden for the measure of
woman's enfranchisement which
has been introduced, but wishes
to state that it understunds that
this franchise is granted only on
account of war exigencies, and to
reaflirm the claim of women to
the full Federal franchise as a
nigtter of true democracy, which,
in the opinion of this convention,
should be grunted just so soon as
conditions will admit of it, or not
later than the termination of the
war.”

This resolution, whicli was puassed
by the convention, held the end of last
weclk, of the Ontarlo Women Cit¥zen's
Asgoclation, was the occasion of a
lively debate, in the course of which
Mrs, Jumes McKinney, M.P.P., of
Clareshoim, Alherta, sald, in reference
to the use  the women of Quebeu
might make of the vote:

“Suppose the women of Quehee did
vote aguinst conscription—tliey would
only double the vote of their men.
They couldn't send any nore me-
Lers to Parliament.”
