Halifax, Dee. 31.—Temporary,
but comfortable shelter for one
thousand families rendered destitu‘e

by the disaster will be provided be-
fore long by the Reconstruction
Committee, was the statement maude
to-day by C(‘olonel Robert Low,
Manager of Reconstruction.

disaster of December 6 will  ‘otal

about fourtecn hundred. Up to
date 886 bodies have been identified
and buried. 'There are still at the
Chebucto Mortuary three hundred
and ten bodles, making a total of
which there is a record of eleven
hundred and ninety-six. To this can
he safely added at least two hun-
dred bodies not yet exhumed from
the ruins or lost in the harbor.
