freight handlers nssoclatlon has
passed & resolution proposing mens-
ures for safeguarding thespeort, and
calling on every harbor employea to
become a wlde-awake guardian. It
Is also proposed that (a) No alien
enemlies to be tolerated under death
penalty within half mlles of the har-
bor llmitg on both sides of the river;
(b) The entire crew of every ship
calling at Montreal Lo be registered;
(¢) No person under the Influence of
liquor to be tolerated on tho harbor-
front: (d) Munlilion shipy not to
make any slop-over between thelr
port of loading and thelr port of des-
tipation: any additional orders which
ihay have to be transmitied to those
ships, to be glven themn at sea, at a
dislance of not less than 3 miles
from shore.
