With the assurance that the Com-
mission would be absolutely inde-
pendent, Secretary Turley thought !
that the objection of the Labor
party and trades unionists and the
employer to tho conscription of
tabor, allten and friendly, would ,be
wiped away. Tho Great war Vet-
crans ask that the allen be con-
scripted and put to work at the pre-
vailing rate of wages, but to re-
ceive the C.EL, rate of pay of &
private. The diiference carned to
be turned over to the Government
for its use fur wur purposes.

Alien Enemy Labor.

“1 have found that the objection
of the employer is that the alien
would refuse to work for $1.10 a
day, and that the result would be
a loss of capable employees. Labor
fears that these men would be used
us strike-breakers or to feduce
wages and living conditions. But
theso differences of opinion I am
sure would be digposed of with the
assurance of an independent Com-
mission,” satd Mr, Turley.

The omployment of Chinese labor
was viewed by the varlous associa-
tions throughout the Province ser-
ioualy, he sald. It was pointed out
in a score of meetings that such a
course to make good tho labor
shomage would tremendously re-
tard the process of demobilization.

Kapuskasing Busy Plnoce.

' Recent reports from Kapuskasing
im the Provincial headquarters of
the (ireat War Veterans showed that
the forty or more returned men
‘who had taken up the Government
colomdzation scheme were making
excellent  progress. Incidentally, a
number of the forly have struck
good fortune.  Thelr farms are a
portion of the townsite, and others
touch the site.  With a two-million-
dotlar pulp mill to be erected, the
'pu.\qihnulcs of a thriving town in
'Northern Ontario were certain, Sec-
'retary Turley told of an {ncident in
connection with the carly days of
tho town. He reccived numerous
messages demanding his  presence
without information concerning the
ditfeulty, and upon arrival found
lthat the goldier settlers were riis-
ing strenuous ohjectiony to the con-
signment of caps sent north by the
co-opoerative stores, It was found
that they were of German manufic-
ture.  The success which has at-
tended the colonization scheme has
caused many other soldiers to apply
for granis of land tu the vicinity.

Convalescenta on Farms,

Of luterest to convalescent soldiers
will be the arrangements mide to
allow & number of them to go to
the farms this spring and fail. B

“It in practically assured that con-

slescents may go to the farms at
the request of the fanner and at the
same time draw thelr CVF. pay.
While they may not be able to per-
form the duties ol firm hiands, they
will boe as valuable to the farmer
as many girts and boys,” the Pro-
vinciul Secoretary sald.
Suceess {9 attenddng  the organ-
ization of the association, At Kiteh-
ener on Sunday elghteen  hundred
people, forty or fifty of whom were
returned soldiers, attended a meet-
lng to form a local branch of the
wssociation,  The enthusfasm  ex-
hibited by the citizens and manu-
facturery rnakes certain the success
of the movement In Waterloo
county.
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
