"HAMILTON MASS MEETING
Strong Resolution Adopted Calilng
_ Upon Government to Do So
at Once.

(Special Despatch to The Globe.) )
- . Hamilton, March 3.—A mass meet-
‘Ing was held this afternoon at the
Temple Theatre under the a.usplcesl
" of the Great War Veterans' Assocla-
tion for the purpose of discussing the
alien question, and a resolution was
passed calling upon the Government
to take action upon this immedi~
ately.
Should Employ Enemy Allens.

The resolution, which was passed
enthusiastically by a standing vote,
after setting out the facts of the
large number of aliens in Canada,
both lenemy and allled, and that
only a small proportion of the enemy
aliens had been interned, and few
of the aliens from alued‘ﬁnumri&s
had taken advantage of the op-
portunity to return to their own
countries, or to enlist in the mili-
tary forces of Canada, and claiming
that the Union Government was
placed in power largely by the votes
of soldlers and *“soldier women,"” pro-
ceeded:

“That it is the opinton of this
mass meeting of the citizens of Ham-
ilton. called for the purpose of oon-
sidering this question, that the aliens
of [enemy origin in our midst ghould
be employed In worke of national
importance, or in industries essen-
tial to the winning of the war, under
proper surveillance, and their em-
ployers, for the time being, made re-
sponsible for them, and that thelr
earnings over and above an amount
equal to the pay and allowance of a
Canadian soldier be taken by the
Government for war purposes, or
fatling their being so employed, that
euch [enemy  aliens be immediately
interned.

Apply M.S.A. to Allied Aliens,

“And further, that measurcs be
at once taken to make the Miijitary
Service Act applicable to all allied
allens in the same maner and to
the same extent as to the citizens of
Canada, either by negotlating the
necessary treaties or conventions
with the remaining allied countries
on the lines the same as or similar
to those provided for in the conven-
tions recently adopted between the
United States of America and Great
Britain.

“Or falling the obtaining of such
treaties or conventions, that such al-
lied aliens be forthwith givem the
option of enlisting voluntarily in the
Canadian forces or being deported
to their country of origin, as is be-
{ing done by the United States Gov-
