In Solitary Continement.

Major Streight said he spent
months at Bischofswerdeg, Saxony,
Once he got away, but was recap-
tured close to the Dutch border.

1 was sent to Crefeld after the
struggle, in which  my  nose was
Lroken, and was given twelve days
solitary continement, I then askec
to be returned to the ordinary camp
but was told reprisals were being
taken, because the British had not
answered a hote regarding the wel-
fiire of German prisoners in Eng-
land. I was told | would be given
solitary  continement till the note
wis answered. 1 wuas kept in soli-
tary continement several monthg,
1.1, Green uand several Inglish ofti-
vers also sharing this punishment,
Tach had a little cell with a grat-
ing high up, ang it was so dark that
we were unable to read in the day
time without a light.

each evening in an enclosed vard,
but we got some ceonversation up
amongst each cther by yelling from
cell to cell

He alseo
saw the boche freak gun now shell-
ing Yaris. He finally made wo
other interesting revelations regard-
| ing his experienves in  Germany.
Cuanadian prisoners  simply won't
work, he said. They are sent out to
plant potatoes, for instance, and all
they do is merely carefully pick eves
out.

A remarkable thing, too, is how,
when a call comes at prison camps
for some more men for the front line
from among the Germans guarding
the prisoners, these guards, if order-
ed to the Western front, will ber
a2 note frbm the prisoners to say
that they have treated persons well.
Many a boche soldier has told me
when T have given him such a note
that he means to get taken prisoner
at the tirst chancé., He will then
show this note and hopes to De
treated well by the British, We
mostly gave them freely, merely
saying: “Tlease give this man the
same {reatment as he has given us.”
