This contention
wasg debated heatedly by Dr. Gor-
don !lenderson, who acted as coune
sel tor Jules Ataman, an alien
enemy, who was charged with re-
moving from Montreal to this city
w.thout obtalning tho necessary per-
mit from the police authoritles,

Dr. Henderson claimed the court
had no jurisdiction, as the offence
'had been committed in Montreal,
and the man should, therefore, be
tried there He also contended that
' hls cllent was not subject to the law,
as under the order in Council, “any
allen enemy who had a permanent
DPlace of abedo” was not forced to
repister.
| “Dr. Henderson has no jurisdlc-
tion in this court,' stuted Inspector
Runting. ‘““This muan has no civil
rights, and I could hand him over
' for internment without the formality
of bringing him to court if I de-
sired to do so.”

Maglstrate Askwith adjourned the
cage untll Friday in order to have
the point in law looked up.
